The total acreage shows an increase

over 1930 of 1,500 acres. The most significant

change is the decrease of wheat acreage which

is 10,000 acres or 40% less than 1930. This acre-
age has been planted principally to alfalfa,

¢lover, corn, and potetoes, all of which show in-
ereases. The inereasing importance of tomato acreage
is now shown as a separate item having been prev-
iously included under garden. There is a notable

decrease in the number of fowls' list.
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
