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On May 20, 1966, a

unique “Marine Highway” opens with the
maiden voyage of the new British
Columbia ferryliner *‘Queen of Prince
Rupert” from Kelsey Bay on Vancouver
Island to Prince Rupert, 330 miles north
on the B.C. mainland. At Prince

Rupert direct connections are made with
the State of Alaska ferries. The new link
reduces driving distance from Seattle

to Alaska by almost 800 miles. During the
summer, the ‘‘Queen” will depart

every other day from Kelsey Bay, 220
miles north of Victoria and less than a
day’s drive from Seattle.

Vancouver to Nan-
aimo: B.C. Ferries, Horseshoe Bay to Departure Bay; Cana-
dian Pacific Ferries, downtown Vancouver to downtown Nan-
aimo. Vancouver to Gulf Islands: B.C. Ferries, Tsawwassen to
Galiano, Mayne and Salt Spring with connections to Pender
and Saturna. Victoria to Gulf Islands: B.C. Ferries, Swartz Bay
to Salt Spring, North Pender and Saturna. Seattle to Victoria:
Canadian Pacific Ferries (summer season only) downtown
Seattle to downtown Victoria; Port Angeles to downtown
Victoria: Black Ball Ferries. Anacortes to Sidney: Washington
State Ferries. There are also ferry services between Comox
and Powell River, Nanaimo and Gabriola Island, Crofton and
Salt Spring Island, Chemainus and Thetis Island, Buckley Bay
and Denman Island to Hornby Island, Campbell River to
Quadra Island across Discovery Passage, Alberni to Bamfield,
Ucluelet and other west coast villages, and from Kelsey Bay
to Prince Rupert (the route to Alaska) and to Beaver Cove,
Alert Bay, Port McNeill and Sointula.

MOTOR COACH SERVICES — Frequent daily service be-
tween Vancouver and Victoria and Vancouver and Nanaimo,
via B.C. Ferries, with connections to all Vancouver Island
areas. Hourly service in the summer and on weekends.
AIRLINES — Air Canada operates between Vancouver, Vic-
toria and Seattle Airports. Pacific Western Airlines, B.C. Air-
lines and charter lines serve the upper Island communities on
both coasts. International air connections are made at Van-
couver. -

RAILWAY — Esquimalt and Nanaimo Railway operates a
week-day service between Victoria and Courtenay with stops
at other major up-Island points.
