THE SUPERINTENDENT WENT ON
TO SAY “I CANNOT BELIEVE WHAT
HAS HAPPENED. THE ONLY CLOTHES |
HAVE LEFT ARE ON MY BACK. THE
CHILDREN'S CLOTHES ARE TORN TO
SHREDS. THEY ARE NAKED AND
HUNGRY, THEY CRY AND BEG FOR
SOMETHING TO EAT.”

OF OTHERS ARE NOW STARVING WHO
