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DITORS select the content of
their newspapers, both news
and editorial features, with
the paramount thought of pleasing
readers. How well they succeed
is indicated by the popularity of
the publication among subscribers.
Yet a true cross-section of readers’

opinion is known only when vol-
untary expressions are given.

Arizona Republic subscribers took
advantage of the opportunity to
express their views in a Reader
Preference Survey conducted by
running a full-page advertisement
containing a ballot with 102 items.
Men and women readers were
asked to indicate those features he
or she read “regularly”, “occa-

sionally” or “never”.

The table facing gives a com-
posite summary of the Reader
Preference Survey in percentages,
based on total readership of men
and women. The percentages are
figured from totals of “regularly”
and "“occasionally” markings. Here
is the last word in voluntary, reader

expression.
